image of His person…”



Colossians 1:15
NKJV “He is the image of the 
invisible God, the firstborn over all 
creation.” 
AMP  “[Now] He is the exact 
likeness of the unseen God [the 
visible representation of the 
invisible];”



John 5:39-40 (Message) 
“You have your heads in your Bibles 
constantly because you think you’ll 
find eternal life there.

“…for all have sinned and fall short 
of the glory of God,  being justified 
freely by His grace through the 
redemption that is in Christ Jesus,  
whom God set forth as a 
propitiation (mercy seat) by His 
blood, through faith,…”
