Ezekiel 37:4:10 “…Look! I am going to put 
breath into you and make you live again! 6 I 
will put flesh and muscles on you and cover 
you with skin. I will put breath into you, and 
you will come to life. Then you will know that 
I am the Lord.’”  7 So I spoke this message, 
just as he told me. Suddenly as I spoke, 
there was a rattling noise all across the 
valley. The bones of each body came 
together and attached themselves as 
complete skeletons. 8 Then as I watched, 
muscles and flesh formed over the bones. 
Then skin formed to cover their bodies, but 
they still had no breath in them.



Then he said to me, “Speak a 
prophetic message to the winds, son of 
man. Speak a prophetic message and 
say, ‘This is what the Sovereign Lord 
says: Come, O breath, from the four 
winds! Breathe into these dead bodies 
so they may live again.’” So I spoke 
the message as he commanded me, 
and breath came into their bodies. 
They all came to life and stood up on 
their feet—a great army.



Matthew 5:17

I take hope from passages like 
this one… Ezekiel’s vision of the 
dry bones because… 

There is no situation that can’t 
be resurrected and have life. 

But…



If I see the Valley of Dry Bones as 
an experience pointing to Jesus 
and His pouring out the Spirit at 
Pentecost and not an experience 
for me to emulate: 

(1.) I See that I am qualified to do 
so already. 



Acts 2:32-33
“This Jesus God has raised up, 
of which we are all witnesses. 
Therefore being exalted to the 
right hand of God, and having 
received from the Father the 
promise of the Holy Spirit, He 
poured out this which you now 
see and hear.”



John 7:38-39
"He who believes in Me, as the 
Scripture has said, out of his 
heart will flow rivers of living 
water.” But this He spoke 
concerning the Spirit, whom those 
believing in Him would receive; for 
the Holy Spirit was not yet given, 
because Jesus was not yet 
glorified.”



Galatians 3:1 - 5  (NKJV) “O foolish 
Galatians! Who has bewitched you that you 
should not obey the truth, before whose 
eyes Jesus Christ was clearly portrayed 
among you as crucified?..  Did you receive 
the Spirit by the works of the law, or by the 
hearing of faith..? Therefore He who 
supplies the Spirit to you and works 
miracles among you, does He do it by the 
works of the law, or by the hearing of faith?



If I see the Valley of Dry Bones 
as an experience pointing to 
Jesus and His pouring out the 
Spirit at Pentecost:

(2.) when I prophesy I am  not 
trying to call God down or conjure 
Him up,  nor putting something off 
into the future. 



Revelation 19:10
“…For the testimony of Jesus
is the spirit of prophecy.”
