Pray (merriam-webster)  
: to speak to God especially in order to give thanks or to ask for something 
: to hope or wish very much for something to happen 
: to seriously ask (someone) to do something 
 
Pray:— 4336 proseúxomai (from 4314 /prós, "towards, exchange" and 2172/euxomai, 
"to wish, pray") – properly, to exchange wishes; pray – literally, to interact with the Lord 
by switching human wishes (ideas) for His wishes as He imparts faith ("divine 
persuasion”). 
 
My Definition: 
Prayer is constantly ABIDING in Him and ASKING for the things He reveals to come 
into manifestation with great ASSURANCE that it will come to pass because you have 
AUTHORITY in His Name to execute each of His ASSIGNMENTS.

I love this story about Elijah confronting the prophets of Baal. The people really didn’t 
know what to do.  
 
1 Kings 18:24 “Then you call on the name of your god, and I will call on the name of the 
LORD. The god who answers by fire — he is God." Then all the people said, "What 
you say is good.” 
 
People were saying that they would be willing to follow the God who shows up! So 
Elijah prays for God to come in power. 
 
1 Kings 18:37 “Answer me, O LORD, answer me, so these people will know that you, O 
LORD, are God, and that you are turning their hearts back again.” 
 
He is the Lord who hears and answers prayer. He is looking for people to partner 
with right now. 
 
James 5:16-18 “The earnest prayer of a righteous person has great power and 
produces wonderful results. Elijah was as human as we are, and yet when he prayed 
earnestly that no rain would fall, none fell for three and a half years! Then, when he 
prayed again, the sky sent down rain and the earth began to yield its crops.” 
 
Psalm 34:15 “The eyes of the Lord are on the righteous, And His ears are open to 
their cry.”
