A.T. Robertson “Broadus used to say
that this Is the worst translation in the
New Testament. The trouble is that the
English word “repent” means "to be sorry
again” from the Latin repoenitet. John did
not call on the people to be sorry, but to
change (think afterwards) their mental
attitudes This is John’s great word and it
has been hopelessly mistranslated.”




REPENT:-- Compound Word —
Redo your penance over and over
again, feel sorry again.

Metanoeo (met-an-o0-eh'-0):--
compound of after and thought; to
think differently afterwards, that is,
reconsider Changed mind in light
of new evidence.
