6 knowing this, that our old man
was crucified with Him, that the
body of sin might be done away
with, that we should no longer be
slaves of sin.

11 Likewise
you also, reckon yourselves to be
dead indeed to sin, but alive to God in
Christ Jesus our Lord.

13 And do not present your
members as instruments of
unrighteousness to sin, but present
yourselves to God as being alive from
the dead, and your members as
instruments of righteousness to God.

you, for you are not under law g
grace.”
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
