Exodus 34:5-7
“God, God, a God of mercy
and grace, endlessly patient—
so much love, so deeply 
true—loyal in love for a 
thousand generations, 
forgiving iniquity, rebellion, 
and sin. Still, he doesn’t 
ignore sin … He holds … 
responsible…”

He	never	quits	on	you.

5. Deeply True
Trustworthy
Never	lies.

6. Forgiving
To	a	1000	generations.
He	removes	your	sin.
