“Time” (kairos).— time as
opportunity. (“opportune time”) as
derived from kara (“*head”)
referring to things (“coming to a
head”) to take full-advantage of.
(“the suitable time”), the right
moment a favourable moment"



A specific time that demands a
wise response. A cosmic collision
of the sacred and secular.

Where chronos 1s quantitative,
kairos Is qualitative. It measures
moments, not seconds. Further, it
refers to the right moment. The
opportune moment. The perfect
moment.
