2 Corinthians 10:13-16 (ESV) 
“…the area of influence God 
assigned to us is to reach you... 
But our hope is that as your faith 
increases, our area of influence 
may be greatly enlarged, so 
that we may preach the gospel 
in lands beyond you.” 



2 Corinthians 10:13 (NKJV)
“We, however, will not boast 
beyond measure, but within the 
limits of the sphere which God 
appointed us—a sphere which 
especially includes you.” 



2 Corinthians 10:13 (KJV)
“But we will not boast of things 
without our measure, but 
according to the measure of the 
rule which God hath distributed 
to us, a measure to reach even 
unto you.”



Rule (kanon):— a definitely 
bounded or fixed space within the 
limits of which one's power of 
influence is confined
You have a sphere of influence.
Faithfulness to the sphere you 
are in will lead you to MORE!!!



Acts 16:31

Household (oikos):— the place 
where one has fixed his residence, 
family, descendants of one.
